These two
changes delay student arrival times but still allow students five
minutes to line up and enter the school at 8:45am.

busses or leaving the school grounds. It is also recommended that if ~ Miss Dukiewich- Outdoor Language Arts
you cannot keep away 2 meters that everyone wears a mask. Once

busses leave parents can wait in that space or in the garden area, please do not block

the sidewalks. When our parents demonstrate mask wearing our students notice. If we

work together we can reduce the risk for one another. ‘

We have also had a security system installed that allows us to see who wants
to enter and instruct them when picking up students. This new procedure for
student pickup keeps unnecessary visitors out of the school and helps us
maintain a healthy school environment for our staff and students.

We have altered our recess schedule to separate our grades as well as
adding some toys and balls for students to use in their area’s during
recess. These materials are sanitized after every recess.
